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GALILEO Knowledge Repository (GKR) 

The GALILEO Knowledge Repository (GKR) offers a cooperative institutional repository (IR) model to institutions for managing and accessing their digital scholarship, research information, and related works. Currently, the GKR is comprised of 10 University System of Georgia institutions. The GKR provides:

· An IR hosting service based on the DSpace software

· A metadata repository for federated searching and browsing of the IRs

· IR-related services: content submission, copyright assistance, access to preservation services

· Training in marketing IR services to your campus, with content recruitment, content submission, etc. 
Types of content initially held by the GKR: 

Annual Reports; Conference Papers; Electronic Theses and Dissertations; Instructional Materials; Lecture Series and Symposia Materials; Newsletters; Pre-Prints/Post-Prints; Proceedings; Research and Technical Reports; Web Pages; White Papers; Working Papers 

Current Grant Project Plan (2009-2012): 

· Establish IR hosting service (DSpace sites) on four diverse members of the USG: Medical College of Georgia, Albany State University, College of Coastal Georgia and Georgia Gwinnett College
· Provide hosted IR sites with the IR-related services, including digitization by Digital Library of Georgia

· Partner with Valdosta State University to establish a content submission service, giving library school students experience with entering items and metadata into hosted repositories (could partner with other LIS schools as well)
· Harvest metadata from hosted and institutionally-supported IRs; load into GKR metadata repository
· Assess faculty perceptions and experiences with IR use, author rights issues, and open access publishing through a USG-wide faculty survey (2010)
· Document and make available the GKR organization and technical model to others interested in establishing statewide or consortial IRs
How might ASERL become involved?
GKR principal investigators would like to investigate expanding the service to the Southeast region. IMLS has proposed funding a study group to examine this potential expansion. Expanded services may include creating hosted DSpace repository instances, opening the GKR federated searching site by harvesting ASERL member repositories, and offering some of the IR-related services. The future business model is likely to be service fee-based for cost recovery, per institution. The study group will examine the costs of the service and how to underwrite them. Approximately 6-8 ASERL institutions are sought to participate in the feasibility study group.
