Auburn University:  Bonnie MacEwan
Auburn University Libraries worked closely with our students and partners in the Office of Information Technology, the Writing Center and Study Partners to implement a 15,600 square foot Learning Commons immediately adjacent to the main Reference Desk.

Air University:  Jeff Luzius
In FY 2011 Air University's library will undergo a $13.4 Million dollar renovation and expansion, to add 17,000 sq ft and renovate the existing building. We will add group study rooms, a computer instruction, lab, a new Special Collections room, increase study space, and a complete overhaul of mechanical systems.

East Carolina University:  Larry Boyer
Opened up new $600K Collaborative Learning Center this September, increasing seating from 350 to 530.

Florida State University:  Julia Zimmerman & Becca Bichel
Florida State University completed two renovations to its main library in the last two years. In December 2008, the Scholars Commons opened, with spaces, collections, services, partnerships, programming and staffing designed specifically to support the research and teaching needs of FSU faculty and graduate students. In March 2010, the Learning Commons opened, with spaces, services, programming, partnerships, collections, resources and staffing designed to drive the success of FSU undergraduates. The physical renovations were the final step in a complete redesign of Public Services, involving the replacement of Reference, Circulation and Instruction departments with two departments, the Scholars Commons and Learning Commons, organized to focus their work on promoting the broad success of distinct user populations.
